5. How hard would those instructions be to follow, based on what the townspeople have seen him act like in the
past?

6. If you were in the man’s shoes, how would you feel as you saw Jesus and the disciples push off from shore,
leaving you behind?

7. What did he do according to the passage?

1. Where did the large crowd come from? How did they hear about Jesus?
