1. What does Paul ask of the Thessalonian believers early in this passage?

DISCIPLINE
1 Corinthians 9:23-27

1. What examples does he use to describe his discipline?

2. What is his motivation (see v. 23)?

3. What is the motivation of your life? Is it the gospel?

4. How could you be a more disciplined person in your speech, attention, work, etc.?
