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Truth Is
Truth cannot be relative. Sure, there are gray areas sometimes. But there is a standard of truth, and his name is Jesus. 
He may not tell us everything we’ll ever need to know (he doesn’t instruct us how to balance our checkbook, for 
example), but everything we know and decide upon can be viewed through the lenses of what Jesus would approve of. 
This is what being a disciple is about. Decisions on how to speak, whether or not to and whom to date, what your career 
will be, etc., should be reserved for the truth-giver—Jesus—to influence.
